CENTRAL COAST QUILTERS
BLOCK OF THE MONTH GUIDELINES

1. Use high quality, 100% cotton, pre-washed fabrics.

2. Use 10 seam all owance.

3. Press seams to the side rather than open, and press towards the darkest side whenever possible.
4. Follow color requirements for fabric and/or thread as specified on pattern hand-out.

5. When tracing onto fabric use a sharp #2 lead pencil. (DO NOT USE PEN)

6. Measure your block when you are done to be sure it is the size specified on the pattern hand-out. (DO NOT
SQUARE UP))

7. Any member who has paid membership dues is entitled to take the pattern hand-out and fabric provided.
8. Members are not required to make a block every month. It is optional.

9. When a member turns in her block, he/she is entitled to a drawing ticket. She will write her name on the back of the
ticket and it will be placed in a drawing basket.

10. Members may put their name in the drawing as many times as the amount of blocks he/she has made.

11. Member who brings in a finished quilt top for show and tell is entitled to a ticket that will be included in the drawing
basket

12. There may be more than one drawing if enough blocks are turned in.

13. The Block of the Month chairperson shall keep a record of winners and number of blocks turned in at each meeting.

14. The name(s) of the winners will be given to the Newsletter Chairman for publication.
